Revelation 13
King James Version (KJ1V)

13 And I stood upon the sand of the sea, and saw a beast rise up out
of the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and upon his horns ten
crowns, and upon his heads the name of blasphemy. (the sea-
represents the peoples-> Rev-17:15) (Seven heads - the heads of a
multi-headed government system) (10 horns- horns represent power.
The fallen angels wear the 10 crowns, as they will when they return.
They and Satan are supernatural beings, not flesh men. They stand
upon the water - they rule over the people of the world)

2And the beast which I saw was like unto a leopard, and his feet were
as the feet of a bear, and his mouth as the mouth of a lion: and the
dragon gave him his power, and his seat, and great authority. (The
beast is the one-world government system. The leopard is the Kenite-
his spot is not our spot; Deuteronomy-32) (The bear — Russia; the lion
- Judah (or at least he speaks as if he were of Judah) (The dragon-
Satan; Revelation-9)

3And I saw one of his heads as it were wounded to death; and his
deadly wound was healed: and all the world wondered after the beast.
(The beast is the one-world government system; the one-world
government system is wounded when some countries rebel and try to
pull out. Probably the rise of National Identity and sovereignty)

4And they worshipped the dragon which gave power unto the beast:
and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast?
who is able to make war with him? (the beast- the one-world system
of government. People believe that a one-world system will end wars.
They don’t realize that it is being ruled by the Devil)

5 And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great things and
blasphemies; and power was given unto him to continue forty and two
months. (Months for moons; they are used to measure satanic times)
(Blasphemies are the subversion of Christianity unto Satan. They think
that he is Jesus, returned. Paul taught this in 2Thessalonians-2:1-12)

¢ And he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme
his name, and his tabernacle, and them that dwell in heaven.
(Antichrist’s blasphemy is that he pretends to be God and tells people
to worship him)



7And it was given unto him to make war with the saints, and to
overcome them: and power was given him over all kindreds, and
tongues, and nations. (Satan revives the one-world government
system, and rules over it, pretending to be Jesus Christ, returned)

8 And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are
not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of
the world. (The deceived will believe he is Jesus, returned; the Elect
names were written in the book in the first age, because they didn't
follow Satan in the Catabole <Satan’s attempted coup against God>)

°If any man have an ear, let him hear. (With understanding)

toHe that leadeth into captivity shall go into captivity: he that killeth
with the sword must be killed with the sword. Here is the patience and
the faith of the saints. (Captivity to God, or to Satan; the saints must
have patience and faith to hold out until the return of the true Christ at
the 7% trump)

11 And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had
two horns like a lamb, and he spake as a dragon. (This is the
appearance of Satan, in person, as antichrist, pretending to be Jesus
Christ. He looks like Jesus <the Lamb>, but speaks his own false
doctrine <the dragon>. Horns signify power, and he will have power
over all the people whom he deceives; but not over the Elect, because
they know who he really is)

12 And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before him, and
causeth the earth and them which dwell therein to worship the first
beast, whose deadly wound was healed. (He heals the first beast —>
the one-world government system; he then rules over everyone as the
fake messiah)

13 And he doeth great wonders, so that he maketh fire come down from
heaven on the earth in the sight of men, (He is supernatural and can
perform miracles to deceive those that would be deceived. The Elect,
who know the truth, will not be fooled by him)

14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those
miracles which he had power to do in the sight of the beast; saying to
them that dwell on the earth, that they should make an image to the
beast, which had the wound by a sword, and did live. (The one-world
government did live because antichrist revived it with his miracles. He



endorses it and people fall in line. The image unto it is world-wide
television and the internet)

15 And he had power to give life unto the image of the beast, that the
image of the beast should both speak, and cause that as many as
would not worship the image of the beast should be killed. (The
faithful to God will be delivered up to death <the devil> to testify by
the Holy Spirit, televised before the whole world. Those who oppose
antichrist will be hated by the people of the world) See mark-13,
Mathew-24

6 And he causeth all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and
bond, to receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads: (This
is the mark of the beast; in the forehead = being fully deceived; in the
right hand = helping him to do his work)

17 And that no man might buy or sell, save he that had the mark, or
the name of the beast, or the number of his name. (He will control all
commerce and currency)

8 Here is wisdom. Let him that hath understanding count the humber
of the beast: for it is the number of a man; and his number is Six
hundred threescore and six. (count — to count or enumerate over a
long period of time, as stones worn smooth in the hand - from Cain
and the Kenites on down through the ages to the appearance of
antichrist) (The beast is a man, although he is supernatural - Satan)
(It is believed <666> is the 6™ Seal, Trump, and Vial)

(Count -> 5585 <Greek>) (Revelation is about dividing prophecy in
this 2" Age into 7 parts. The 8" being new beginnings; the eternity or
34 Age) (Chapter 12 was a parenthetical chapter that shed light on
what happened in the First Age)
