Genesis 17
King James Version (KJ1V)

(God changes Abram’s name to Abraham. HE fulfills His promise of
children)

17 And when Abram was ninety years old and nine,

the LORD appeared to Abram, and said unto him, I am the Almighty
God; walk before me, and be thou perfect. (perfect = mature,
sincere)

2And I will make my covenant between me and thee, and will multiply
thee exceedingly.

3 And Abram fell on his face: and God talked with him, saying,

4As for me, behold, my covenant is with thee, and thou shalt be a
father of many nations. (It is time. God promised this many years
earlier)

(Through Abraham would come Jesus <God with us>. All who believe
upon Jesus will be God’s children in the eternity. That also includes
Kenites, if they repent and choose Jesus over Satan)

*Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram, but thy name shall
be Abraham; for a father of many nations have I made thee. (Abram =
beloved father; Abraham = father of many nations)

¢ And I will make thee exceeding fruitful, and I will make nations of
thee, and kings shall come out of thee. (Even today the lineage
continues through Queen Elizabeth of England. Her primary duty today
is to be the protector of the faith)

(With muslims moving into England, Australia and Canada; and taking
over the government through political correctness, she is failing
miserably. Christianity is under attack in all three of these countries.
The same is true for the US, which came from England. This may be
God’s prophecy for the end days. The stage is set for antichrist to
come in and take over)

7And I will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed
after thee in their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God
unto thee, and to thy seed after thee. (Jesus <King of kings, Lord of
lords> would come through this lineage. Even today, through all the
turmoil, we continue to be Christian nations)



8And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein
thou art a stranger, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting
possession; and I will be their God. (They had it as their possession
and later lost it through Idolatry and perversion. In the millennium, we
will have it again)

° And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my covenant therefore,
thou, and thy seed after thee in their generations. (A covenant is a
contract)

1°Thijs is my covenant, which ye shall keep, between me and you and
thy seed after thee; Every man child among you shall be circumcised.
(This is why God said that He hated Esau; because Esau didn’t care
about his birthright of his heritage. He sold his birthright to Jacob for a
bowl of stew) Malachi-1:2-3, Romans-9:13

(This is also why Moses’ wife called him a bloody man; because he had
not circumcised his sons. Moses corrected what he had done. Esau
never did) Exodus-4:24-26

11 And ye shall circumcise the flesh of your foreskin; and it shall be a
token of the covenant betwixt me and you. (Jesus ended all blood
sacrifices including this one when HE was crucified. He became the
perfect sacrifice offering for all peoples who will love Him and follow
Him) Collosians-2:11

2 And he that is eight days old shall be circumcised among you, every
man child in your generations, he that is born in the house, or bought
with money of any stranger, which is not of thy seed. (This applied to
all who lived in the house of Abraham, including non-Adamic peoples
who chose to live there. This was a foretelling that Jesus would later
open salvation to all people; not just to Israelites)

3He that is born in thy house, and he that is bought with thy money,
must needs be circumcised: and my covenant shall be in your flesh for
an everlasting covenant.

4 And the uncircumcised man child whose flesh of his foreskin is not
circumcised, that soul shall be cut off from his people; he hath broken
my covenant. (Under penalty of death)

15 And God said unto Abraham, As for Sarai thy wife, thou shalt not call
her name Sarai, but Sarah shall her name be. (Sarai to Sarah - Sarai
= my princess; Sarah = the princess)



s And I will bless her, and give thee a son also of her: yea, I will bless
her, and she shall be a mother of nations; kings of people shall be of
her.

17Then Abraham fell upon his face, and laughed, and said in his heart,
Shall a child be born unto him that is an hundred years old? and shall
Sarah, that is ninety years old, bear? (Everything is possible with God)

18 And Abraham said unto God, O that Ishmael might live before thee!
(He thought God was referring to Ishmael)

1 And God said, Sarah thy wife shall bear thee a son indeed; and thou
shalt call his name Isaac: and I will establish my covenant with him for
an everlasting covenant, and with his seed after him. (God is speaking
of Isaac, followed by Jacob - the 12 tribes of Israel) (Isaac means
laughter)

(The Muslims conveniently ignore this verse. They teach that God
made His covenant with Ishmael, not Isaac)

20 And as for Ishmael, I have heard thee: Behold, I have blessed him,
and will make him fruitful, and will multiply him exceedingly; twelve
princes shall he beget, and I will make him a great nation. (The Arabs
in the Middle East - today the Muslims)

21 But my covenant will I establish with Isaac, which Sarah shall bear
unto thee at this set time in the next year. (Not Ishmael - whose
people ended up as muslims, worshipping the Babylonian moon deity-
Allah. He was not part of the covenant) (After Jesus was crucified,
anyone who follows Him as God with us, is saved, including muslims)

22 And he left off talking with him, and God went up from Abraham.

2 And Abraham took Ishmael his son, and all that were born in his
house, and all that were bought with his money, every male among
the men of Abraham's house; and circumcised the flesh of their
foreskin in the selfsame day, as God had said unto him.

24 And Abraham was ninety years old and nine, when he was
circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin.

25 And Ishmael his son was thirteen years old, when he was
circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin.



261n the selfsame day was Abraham circumcised, and Ishmael his son.
(Even today, Muslims are circumcised when they turn 13; Jews are
circumcised when they are 8 days old)

(Christians know that the crucifixion of Jesus Christ ended all blood
letting for religious purposes)

27 And all the men of his house, born in the house, and bought with
money of the stranger, were circumcised with him. (Abraham always
obeyed God)
